UMPS MEETING MINUTES
January 3, 2013
The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by President Cherie Stein.

Minutes


The minutes of the Dec 6, 2012 meeting were presented for review. A motion was made by Michele Liederbach to approve the minutes.  It was seconded and the motion passed. 

Treasurer’s Report


Gloria Grabarczyk presented the Treasurer’s Report. She stated that a deposit of $1453.75 was made for the cookie walk.  Given the few expenses (prizes, supplies), we ended up with a profit of over $1300 thanks to all of the families who participated.

Other deposits included the Colonel Pops Popcorn fundraiser and the 2nd installment for the New Orleans Trip.  There was an additional expense to pay for the popcorn invoice.  Transfers were made from the 2012 Craft Fair to the Scholarship Fund (the traditional transfer of $2000), and from the students who requested the money in their account to be used for the New Orleans Trip.

Gloria mentioned that student account balance sheets will be distributed in the next couple of weeks for those students with recent activity on their account.  A motion was made to approve the Treasurer’s report.  It was seconded and the motion passed.

Director’s Reports


Miss Schlecht indicated that choir concert went well, regardless of the heavy snowfall that evening.   The choir is getting ready for WSMA with students getting their music this week. Auditions for the musical are next week (the week of Jan 7th).  Allie indicated a full orchestra and full string section will also be needed.
Mrs. Umhoefer indicated that the band had a great concert before the break.  Two pep band dates are approaching: Tuesday is alumni night and the following Wednesday is 8th Grade night.  Allie thanked UMPS for the money for pizza for the event.  Allie indicated that students need their winter band concert reflection in by Wednesday, Jan 9th and their concert attendance assignment is due the day of their semester final exam.  Students will be receiving the WSMA timeline including a reminder to order judges copies, information about fees, etc.  New Trier is coming up on February 2nd, with the Count Basie Orchestra performing on the main stage.  Field trip slips for the event are due Jan 11th.
Old Business 

Cookie Walk: We sold almost 800 dozen cookies with a $1323.41 profit.  This was a 600% increase in profit over the past year.  There was a $105 expense for the raffles.  Extra cookies were delivered to the Hope House, 2 senior centers, and the custodial staff. 


Jazz Cabaret: Cherie indicated that although we have a strong, experienced committee, we are always looking for new ideas & help.  If anyone is interested in participating on the committee, please contact her.  Meetings will be held at Cherie’s house on Sunday evenings at 7:00PM on Jan 7th, Jan 20th, and Feb 3rd.

New Business

UMPS funds request:  Cherie Stein suggested UMPS cover transportation costs for the New Trier trip.  A motion was made by Jeanne Steffes, it was seconded, and approved.  The final cost is $454 (24 students x $19) down from the initial estimate of $600.  Cherie encouraged the choir & orchestra directors to identify similar ideas to use UMPS funds.  All directors were encouraged to identify ways to spend UMPS money, since the Craft Fair & Cookie Walk were so successful this year.

WSMA: There was a question about whether or not students from different schools could play a piece together.  Mrs. Umhoefer indicated that it is in the WSMA rules that this is not allowed.

Musical: Pit Rehearsals will take place weekly on Wednesdays starting on Jan 29th (after finals).
New Orleans Trip: Mrs. Umhoefer indicated that students signed up for their rooms.  Next week they’ll get their music (Cajun Folk Songs & Mardis Gras music). 
Michele motioned to adjourn, which was seconded, and passed.  We adjourned at 7:45 pm.
