November 7, 2013
The meeting was called to order at 7:05 pm by President Cherie Stein.
Minutes


Therese Rilling motioned to approve the minutes.  Shari Hanneman seconded the motion.

Treasurer’s Report


Julie Bennett presented the Treasurer’s Report.  

Income – Student accounts were updated with button sales & the butter braid fundraiser.  $1726 was collected for the butter braid fundraiser with $644 going into the student accounts.  For future fundraisers we’ll need a minimum order of 150 pieces to avoid the $50 delivery charge.  We also brought in money from a couple of additional booths for the craft fair.

Expenses – Expenses included the money for the stadium project, chili dinner, and homecoming fireworks (we are responsible for 1/3 of costs).  We also paid for $71.50 for the engraving for last year’s award banquet and $120 for advertising for this year’s craft fair.  The ad will be in the November 8th Franklin NOW.

Doug Kaczinski approved the Treasurer’s Report.  Mary Tamlin seconded the motion.
Director’s Reports

Miss Schlecht was not present, but sent in her report:

CINNAMON AND CIDER CRAFT FAIR – Pop Singers, Chamber Choir and Show Choir will perform at 1:00 pm on Saturday.  Students are to meet in room 501 (the choir room) at 12:15 for warm-ups and to get ready to perform.  Families received email updates with details about this performance earlier this week.  

GUEST CLINICIAN – Miss Schlecht's former middle school choir director John Anello came to FHS last week Wednesday and worked with Concert, Treble and Chamber Choirs.  The students did an excellent job working with him and learned a lot!

FINAL EXAMS – Students are reminded to continue work on their out-of-class portion of their final exams.  Semester 1 final project is due no later than Friday, January 17th, 2014, and all of the information and rubrics can be found online on the choir website.  
SPIRIT WEAR ORDERS – We will be opening up another online Spirit Wear order sometime next week (exact date TBD), with an order deadline of November 25th, for a December 18th delivery.   We will be adding some pink attire per request, and Miss Schlecht will send out an email to families as soon as the website is launched so that they can place their orders.
FRANKLIN CHOIRS DECALS – We will be selling Franklin Choir decal/stickers  in class in about 2 weeks for $2 apiece.  They will have the Franklin Choir logo in a oval shape.  They are dishwasher safe and can be applied to clear plastic water bottles and on your car windows! 
SHOW CHOIR INFORMATION – Costumes have been ordered and are expected to arrive within the next few weeks.  If show choir students still need to purchase dance wear/shoes, they may find information under the "Resources" link on the choir website on how/where to do so.  If Show Choir students  are available after school on Tuesday, November 19th, they are encouraged to stay after to learn the next piece of choreography for Wedding Singer with Mrs. Cowell.  
SOLO AND ENSEMBLE – FHS Students have signed up for Solo and Ensemble events over the past few weeks.  Spreadsheets of your students sign-up materials will be posted online by next week so you can see for which events your student registered.  If you would like to read more information about Solo and Ensemble Requirements, please visit the Solo and Ensemble information page on the choir web site.  Students will be receiving copies of their music by the end of next week along with a packet explaining how to officially sign up for District Solo and Ensemble and pay their fees.  They need to return the second page along with their payment to Miss Schlecht by Friday, December 20th if they would like to participate in Solo and Ensemble.  


Mrs. Umhoefer 
Students had a very successful marching season, and earned a 1st division award at State.  A parent survey will be sent out to see if there is interest in adding one more show next year.  The marching band will not be performing this week Friday at the football game.  There is one more week of level 4 playoffs then state, so there is still the possibility of performing at a game.  

The winter band concert will be held on Dec 18th.  There were a couple of questions about the timing of the bands performing.  Allie indicated that the Jazz Band starts, followed by Concert Band, Symphonic Band, and Wind Ensemble.  There will be a combined band performance at the end, with the concert typically ending by 9PM. The Jazz concert will be held on November 20th, which will coincide with a Culvers night fundraiser.  Winter pep band for basketball will be starting in a couple of weeks.  
Students are asked to fill out a short solo & ensemble survey on line.  There is a minimum of one performance either at WSMA or in front of Allie. 
Mr. Hull was not present and did not send a report. The Orchestra concert is Monday night at 7:30 in multipurpose room.
Fundraising – 
Butter Braids – Braids need to be picked up tomorrow between 2-3PM at backstage door.  They need to be kept frozen.  Students can pick them up after school.  Allie will ask for a PA announcement about pick-up.  

Knights Popcorn – Allie passed forms out to about 30 kids.  Mary Tamlin will pick up forms tomorrow.  Delivery will be on December 13th either late morning or early afternoon.  Mary will double check to see if there is a delivery charge.  Mary needs help sorting the popcorn before pick-up.  
Marcus Movie Fundraiser – Shari indicated that this fundraiser is easy.  There is no minimum amount needed.  There are multiple options:  1) Platinum tickets are $8.50, saves 15% off box office prices, and can be used at any time.  For every 2 tickets get a $3 snack ticket. 2) Silver tickets are $6.50, saves buyers 41%, earns the group 15%, and are not valid on Saturdays.   For every 2 tickets get a $3 snack ticket. 3) $8.00 Diamond tickets will earn the group 8% and offers the maximum amount of savings on an unrestricted ticket.  They also provide gift certificates of $5, $10, $25 and gift cards of $10 and $25.  Both earn a profit of 15%. Shari will send out information.  If she gets orders back by November 29th, they can be distributed the first week in December. Anyone who sells a minimum of $300 gets 2 free movie tickets.  Cherie Stein motioned to have this fundraiser and Doug Kaczinski seconded.

Cookie Walk – The cookie walk will take place on Saturday December 14th.  Laurie will send a communication out after Thanksgiving.  Parents or students should bring in cookies the Friday before.
Craft Fair – The craft fair will be held this Saturday.  Baked good can be dropped off before school in high school band room, or after school in the cafeteria, or at the middle school cafeteria on Saturday morning.  People helping out on Friday should arrive no earlier than 3:30PM.   Those working on Saturday morning should arrive early to park since it will be crowded.  Setup is at 6AM on Saturday and runs from 9AM-3PM.  It costs $2 per person, children 12 and under are free.   

There is a need for someone to run this event next year.  It is the largest UMPS fundraiser by far.  This fundraiser helps with scholarships & awards at the end of the year.  There could be more than one person to chair this.  The chairperson should have help running the event as a chairperson is needed for 6 different areas.  It would be great if someone could meet with Sonji Millet before the end of the year to understand what it takes to run this event with the possibility of taking over next year.  
Jazz Cabaret – Michelle Liederbach was able to get an ad in Franklin City Newsletter by the deadline.  The Jazz Cabaret will be held on February 9th.

Cookbooks – There are a few Cookbooks left. Cherie will check to see if we have one more box. 
Other Business:

Debbie Klein indicated that Clear Meadows on 51st street would like to have kids play at their senior center.  They’d love to listen to the students perform, even if it’s only practice.
Two lucky attendees received popcorn as an incentive for attending tonight.
There was a motion by Doug to adjourn the meeting which was seconded by Debbie Klein.  The Meeting adjourned at 8:06 pm.
