Treasurer’s Report


Julie Bennett presented the Treasurer’s Report.  A few more crafters have submitted deposits (there are 5 people signed up for next year).  Wrestling concessions money has been added.  
For expenses, there was a $300 expense for the pep band event which was approved last time. The 8th grade pep band didn’t happen due to weather, but was rescheduled for next Tuesday. Also, New Trier was cancelled, and that money was returned to the students.  Mrs. Umhoefer is looking to schedule an alternate event in April. The only thing out of student accounts this month were accompanist fees for WSMA.  Cookie sale expenses were a typo which was adjusted.  There was a craft fair reimbursement.  Fireworks were also taken into account this month.

Director’s Reports

Miss Schlecht
This year, there are 95 Solo & Ensemble choir events between middle school & HS.  Some students still owe entry fees and those students have been notified. For finals this semester, students need at least 1 lesson performed by March 30th before or after school.  Miss Schlecht has also given students a heads up about their finals project.  Pop singers, chamber & show choir will all perform in the Jazz Cabaret.  There is also a group of 8 girls performing a set.  The Choir field trip is a Concert by Pentatonics at Riverside on Tuesday.  Students will meet at 4:15pm and leave at 4:30pm.  They will be eating at Mo’s Irish Pub with the Concert starting at 7pm.  The Musical rehearsals are going very well.

Mrs. Umhoefer 
The band is in the midst of preparing for the District Solo and Ensemble Festival, which will take place on Saturday, March 1.  All registrations have been completed, and a schedule should be available about one week before the event (as soon as we receive it from St. Francis High School).  In general, all events will take place between 8 AM and 4 PM.

The 8th Grade Pep Band Night has been rescheduled for Tuesday, February 11, which is an FHS Pep Band "B" night.  Pizza will be served starting at 5:30 PM.  This will be our last pep band night of the Winter season.

Pep Band "A" is excused (no make-up necessary) for the cold day cancellation on Tuesday, January 29.

The Pit Orchestra has started rehearsals for Legally Blonde, and our next rehearsal will be this coming Wednesday, February 12, from 6-9 PM.

The Jazz Ensemble recently had to cancel its participation in the New Trier Jazz Festival due to severe weather and travel conditions.  Students received their payments back on Monday, and Mrs. Umhoefer will return the UMPS donation check at the next meeting.  We are looking into supplementing this event with the Woody Herman Jazz Festival, which would take place during the day on Friday, April 4, at UWM.  Mrs. Umhoefer will keep you posted with more details as they develop.

Lastly, the Jazz Ensemble and other FHS and FPMS music groups are preparing for the Jazz Cabaret on March 8.  The full schedule, a welcome letter, ticket pre-sale order form, and program ad order form can be found on the Jazz page of the FHS Band website.  All of those orders will be due on Friday, February 21.

New Business:
WSMA – Students can use money in their student account for accompanist fees.
Jazz Cabaret – The cabaret will occur on March 8th. The committee is up & running.  The next meeting will be at Debbie Klein’s house on Feb 16th at 5526 Harvard Drive. We still need a bake sale chair.  Debbie plans to contact Sue Baker to see if she’s willing to help out.  We are having a USO/Americana theme this year.  We’ll be serving Sunday ham & rolls, chicken soup, pulled pork, and hot dogs with baked beans.  There is a Google doc coming for volunteers & bake sale sign ups.  Each jazz band member is being asked to donate soda or water.  We will let the kids know after the next meeting.  The day of the cabaret, students come in about 3PM, have a clinic, then cabaret is from 5-9:30pm. Mrs. Umhoefer is asking the dance teacher to teach swing dance at the cabaret.  The Swing band will perform a 1 ½ hour set until end of night, playing a number of pieces with the jazz band.
Cousins Day Fundraiser – The fundraiser will be hosted on the day of Solo Ensemble on March 1st.  From now on, Cousins indicated that they will only donate 10% profit for a 3 hour time span on a Sunday or Monday.  They have cut back significantly so Cherie applied for 3 hours for each of the performing groups to get the entire day covered for the entire music program.  
Scholarships – UMPS is planning to give four $500 scholarships to seniors this year. Last year the committee rewrote the rubric for scholarship voting.  If anyone is interested on being a volunteer, please contact Debbie.  1 or 2 volunteers are needed.  Volunteer parents must not have a graduating student. Scholarship Applications will be handed out after WSMA, and will be due back to the guidance office after spring break.  Debbie will have the binders provided to score the students.  We will be looking for volunteers the last week in April or so.
Awards ceremony – The ceremony to recognize seniors will be held on Wednesday June 4th at 6:30PM.  We typically order food from That’s Amore, purchase a cake, and order refreshments from the Cafeteria.  There’s also a senior slide show.  Let Debbie know if want to help with the committee or would like to take over for next year.  There is not much work to do for this committee, basically to work with That’s Amore & buy a cake. 
Board Positions for next year – Since Cherie is leaving, we’ll need a new vice-president.  Typically, the vice president participates in every event, setting up early for events, and generally running around.  Typically the vice president becomes the next president since they are shadowing them the entire year.   There also may be a position open for co-secretary.
There was a motion by Art Orchel to adjourn the meeting which was seconded by Therese Rilling.  The Meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
