Treasurer’s Report


Julie Bennett presented the Treasurer’s Report.  This month we had 1 crafter deposit for $90.  WSMA money for fees was moved out of some of the student accounts.  The Cookie Walk money was moved to the general fund. The $94.25 profit for working the wrestling concessions went right into the band account.  We made about $170 for the Cousins fundraiser.  This was a little less than last year, most likely due to bad weather and the fact that the Solo & Ensemble competition was farther away this year.

Director’s Reports

WSMA went very well.  The choir had 85 events, with 13 going to state.  Students who didn’t compete are performing in class and are being evaluated using the same rubric. The students really enjoyed the Pentatonics concert.  The choir has been rehearsing for the Jazz Cabaret.  They rehearsed with Mrs. Umhoefer’s jazz band since they are performing 4 songs together.  The spring musical is going very well.  There are 3 weeks left.  This year, the choir is renting set pieces from Muskego.  The spring show choir concert will take place on May 5th and the choir concert will be held May 15th.  There will be a Broadway theme.

On Feb 11th the Pep Band hosted 20 8th graders who seemed to enjoy the event.  WSMA was successful with 132 events, 37 of which are going to state. The State competition is May 3rd at Parkside.  Students have paperwork for fees which are due next Friday.  Sign-up for Wind Ensemble auditions will take place soon, with auditions scheduled for the week of April 14th after school. Auditions will consist of a Class A solo, major scales, and site reading.  The spring band concert will take place on May 14th.

Old Business:
WSMA – The students did great. Out of 208 FHS music events, 51% (106) got a first or starred first place.  The State Solo Ensemble will be held on May 3rd.
Jazz Cabaret – The Jazz Cabaret will take place this Saturday.  Rather than a silent auction this year, participants will buy tickets & put in a bag associated with the gift basket.  There is a “months” theme for the gift baskets.  Sue Baker will head the bake sale.  All baked items & beverages will be dropped off Friday afternoon after school in the band room or in the evening.  The band is Swingin’ Company B.  They dress in costume.   There will be dance lessons.  135 Pre-sale tickets have been sold for a total of $801. Nine people purchased ads for their children.  Thanks to everyone for volunteering and for bake sale donations. There was a suggestion to provide our proceeds of the 50/50 raffle to the fundraiser for our custodian, Greg Kolodzinski’s son. Cousins Day Fundraiser – The board recommends that UMPS does this fundraiser again next year since the Solo & Ensemble competition will be held at FHS in 2015.  There was a suggestion to order judges lunches from Cousins as well. 
UMPS Scholarships – Debbie Klein will be heading up the committee which will be giving out four $500 scholarships.  The Hotsheet will go out on Monday for students to pick up the packet before Easter break.  At least 1 UMPS board member needs to be on the committee which will consist of the parents of previous winners, plus the directors.  The awards will be decided and ready for senior awards.  
Awards ceremony – The senior banquet for all areas of music will be held on May 28th and scholarships will be announced at that time.  The actual awards will be given out at the music awards banquet on June 4th.  A facility request form will be needed for the banquet.  Setup will take place at 5:30pm, with the awards running to about 8pm.  Students will receive their letters and awards.  There will be a senior slideshow.  There will be National awards for each area of music which will be voted on by the students’ peers.  An Italian dinner from “That’s Amore” will be provided.  Families are invited.  
Board Positions for next year – Nominations for board positions will take place at next month’s UMPS meeting.  People can nominate others or volunteer.  It is critical to have all areas represented.   Installation will take place during the May UMPS meeting where we’ll also thank the outgoing officers.  8th grade parents will be invited to this May meeting so that they can learn more about UMPS.

There was a motion by Sue Baker to adjourn the meeting which was seconded by Doug Kazinski.  The Meeting adjourned at 7:33 pm.
