UMPS MEETING MINUTES
June 5, 2014
The meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by President Debbie Klein.
Debbie Klein welcomed everyone in attendance and introductions of the board members were made.

Marching Band Information

Mrs. Umhoefer reviewed the packet of information provided for the upcoming Marching Band season (available on the band website).   This year’s show theme is Piano Man.  The summer camp schedule will change this year to be fewer but longer days with time for lunch and breaks.  Dates are August 6-8 and 11-13 from 9am to 4pm.  There will be pre-camp days for new students, freshmen & leaders on August 4-5 from 9am-noon to help teach marching basics.  All students should register for summer school by July 1st.  

The complete calendar for marching season was reviewed, highlights below:
· July 4th parade participation is optional, students should complete form if participating.
· Mid-summer rehearsal will take place on July 16th from 6-8pm and is required for all students.

· Wednesday night rehearsals are also for all students and have changed from a 3-hr to a 2-hour rehearsal.
· The first football game performance will be before school begins on August 29th.
· The band plays only at home football games, performing pep music in the stands before and during the game, and on the field during halftime.  Students may leave after the halftime performance.
· September 20th will be a new event at the Germantown Marching Invite.  This is an event where judges provide instant feedback and provide a master class on the field.  There is also a combined performance with other participating bands at the end of the day.
· Homecoming will be September 26th.
· Greendale Marching Invite on October 4th
· State performance at Whitewater on October 18th.  Our performance will be in the evening.
· New this year - Marching Band Banquet on October 28th.
· Marching rehearsals will take place on the baseball outfield during stadium construction.


UW Band Day is occurring the same day as homecoming this year so there are no plans to attend as a group.  It was mentioned that we have eight alumni students performing with the UW-Madison marching band.


Sectional rehearsals – leaders will contact students through their Franklin Sabers gmail account over the summer regarding sectional rehearsals.

Band camp checklist:  Tennis shoes, instrument, all music, flip folder & lyre (new students should have this by 8/4/14), pencil, water, sunscreen, and a light snack.  Extra pages for the flip folder are available if needed.


Memorization dates:  Friday, August 8th and Wednesday, August 13th (see website for song information and downloadable music)

Instrument rentals: summer rental $20


Uniform fittings:  date is not yet available but will take place during an already scheduled event.


Schedule conflicts: please communicate any schedule conflict via email as soon as known.


Fees:  all fees are due on Forms & Fees Day.  Payment can be paid with cash, check, or student’s UMPS account.


Spirit wear orders will be in August and September


Pit:  will wear percussion uniform
